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Abstract
This research examines the emergence and development of settlements in the city of Jerusalem during the historical phases until the current stage. It also shows the bands formed by the settlements around the city of Jerusalem and the risks that arise from it. Reviews outposts inside the city and the role they play. The projects aimed at the eradication of the Israeli Arab identity of Jerusalem and access to judaizing and transferred to the Greater Jerusalem, which is the basis for the Zionist settlement of Palestine and thus Jerusalem. Judaization of Jerusalem which is at the heart of the Zionist project is doomed to be the last. This project is to complete today the most important chapter through the intensification of settlements in the city of Jerusalem and its environs, causing changes on the ground lead to the cancellation of the Arab identity of Jerusalem and the Islamic, Jewish and make it the capital inhabited by an overwhelming majority of Jews with the isolated Palestinian minority could control, or - a better - transferred once outside the city.
