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Abstract
This research focuses on the thought of "John of Damascus" who is an early important Christian saint of theology (Yet, still  unknown enough). His full name is Mansour Ibn Sarjoun, more frequently known as John of Damascus.

This research is divided into four sections: The first section deals with John of Damascus's family, life and books. The second section deals with the issues of  Deity, that includes evidence of God's existence, discusses the singleness of God and the knowledge of God.
