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Evaluation of financial law no 37of 2021 regarding financing

administrative units in preparing local development plans
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Abstract

Financial Law No. 37 of 2021 is considered a qualitative leap and a new tool for
financing administrative units. It is impossible to imagine the existence of
administrative units capable of self-financing without a clear law based on
decentralization and a realistic study of the economic situation primarily and the
social reality secondarily. This includes service matters within the administrative
units in a way that creates a renewed and continuous link between all
administrative units and the community. It is impossible to imagine a
relationship between administrative units in isolation from the social, urban,
service, and cultural reality and monitoring the degree of activation of the law
and its performance quality within and outside the administrative units. Also,
evaluating the performance of the law and the degree of progress it has reached
compared to Arab experiences, as developing countries have made steady and
similar strides in the process of local financing compared to capitalist countries
that mainly rely on the private sector of banks, financial institutions, and other
insurance means that contribute significantly and effectively to the development
process with the development of their societies and securing the necessary
infrastructure and supporting countries to make them capable of self-financing
and other developing countries.
