Abstract :

The study deals with revealing the difficulties faced by the students of sociology at the
University of Damascus during their completion of the stages of field work, which is part of the
field social research, with the aim of reaching solutions to overcome these difficulties as much
as possible and thus raising the level of field social research in the Department of Sociology at

the University of Damascus.

The study relied on the descriptive analytical approach, and the method of social survey by
sample, and the required data were collected through the questionnaire tool, which was applied
to an intentional sample whose size was (69.7%) of the size of the original community, and the
data collected in the field were analyzed using a number of statistical methods, including
(arithmetic mean - Cronbach's alpha test - Pearson correlation coefficient - calculating

frequencies and percentages standard deviation - and others)

The study reached a number of results, the most important of which are: the approval of the
study sample with a degree of “medium” rating on the difficulties they face, as the difficulties
resulting from university services came in the first place with a relative weight of (50.36%), then
followed by the difficulties arising from the research community with a relative weight of
.(49.81%), then resulting from the supervisor with a relative weight of (48.97%), then the
difficulties caused by the relevant official authorities with a weight of (48.36%) and finally the

difficulties caused by the student-researcher himself with a relative weight of (47.13%).

The results revealed that there are statistically significant differences in the difficulties that
sociology students face during field work according to the variable (gender, academic level, and

employment status).

The study ended with a proposal to form a unit of vocational training and field training within
the Department of Sociology, with the aim of overcoming the various difficulties that stand in
the way of the development of social research in the Department of Sociology at the University
of Damascus.
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
