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Abstract

Rome's foreign Policy led to a set of changes in the entire area of the
Mediterranean Basin, and an imbalance of power on the international
stage, which resulted in a state of security vacuum in the Mediterranean,
which lasted approximately between the middle of the third and first
centuries B.C. In the core of this security vacuum, and chaos resulting
from the policy of Roman domination, the pirates found a fertile
environment for their activities, and an ideal opportunity to carry out
piracy on a large scale that the history of region had not seen before.
