Abstract
Because of the importance of architecture to understand and read a historical phase
of a particular geographical area, it was necessary to shed light on the Islamic
archaeological monuments in the Qalamoun region, in order to understand a

historical phase obscured by obscurity or lack of interest.

The beginning was to define the region geographically, and explain its known and
famous history before the period of the Islamic era. Then collect everything that
was mentioned about the Qalamoun region in a period extending from the tenth
century AD to the twentieth century AD during the Islamic era, and with the lack
of information mentioned by travelers or passersby to this region In the Islamic

era, the importance of the region emerged, especially as a transit area.

Therefore, most of the Islamic constructions in this region and in the specified
period were service buildings for passing caravans. So the study focused on these
constructions, and for this reason they described and analyzed their construction
style, and these buildings are mostly khans, classified as caravansary (Khan Nur al-
Din, al-Arous, al-Moez, and Sinan Pasha in al-Qatifa) Khan Nur al-Din in Qara,
and buildings attached or connected to it, such as the bath and mosque of Sinan
Pasha in al-Qutayfa, and the mosque of Saleh Pasha in al-Nabek, and buildings that
have a distinctive character and history such as the Great Qara Mosqgue, Saraya al-
Nabek, and al-Duraib Mosque in al-Nabek, leading to a study of the rehabilitation
and employment of these Buildings, Saraya al-Nabek building was taken as a

model for its rehabilitation and use as a museum.
