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Abstract:

Algerian society under the French occupation since 1830 AD, educating the Algerian
people to resist the occupation, and restoring the intellectual and spiritual values of

the Arab-Islamic civilization in Algeria.

The researcher was interested in studying the deteriorating conditions in Algerian
society under the French occupation, which resulted in the emergence of a reformist
elite of scholars and clerics that struggled to improve these conditions. Which
affected the Islamic religion, building schools, opening mosques and clubs, and

preserving the Algerian national character.

The research sheds light on the circumstances and factors that made the
association enter into the political struggle alongside other Algerian national parties,
in order to achieve the demands of the Algerian people, although its basic law
