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Abstract

This research aims to introduce Chomsky's Western linguistic approach,
that is to say a neo-styled generative-transformational approach, in the second
half of the 12" century. Such an approach added new ideas/models to the
classical Arabic theory of syntax. Hence, | cast light upon both theoretical as
well as applicative aspects, whereas the theoretical one included the approach’s
basics, such as the deep and superficial structures, and the duality of ability and
achievement (verbal performance) being two integral linguistic acquisition
principles of Chomsky’s, in addition to linguistic intuition which played a role
in the syntactic integrity of sentences, and consequently cared about the
linguistic creativity and grammatical correctness. Notwithstanding, | focused on
the essence of the research materialised in Chomsky's other linguistic and
grammatical theories. Thus, the realm was opened for a comparison among the
outlets of ancient global and Arabic syntax in Chomsky's syntactic theories.

Given the highly linguistic position that featured Chomsky's theory, |
referred to its basic components/principles as well, and accordingly, | stepped
from the theoretical introduction of the research towards its applied framework
by applying the Chomsky approach to modern poetry — Mahmoud Darwish’s -
as a model through his three collections “Do Not Apologize for What You Did,”
“Like an Almond Blossom or Further,” “I Do Not Want This Poem to Come to an End,”
to show the synthetic structure of the sentence first, and analyse it into its direct
components second, through generative and transformational rules.

Finally, the research referred to an aesthetic study, theoretically and
applicatively, to explore the intellectual, lingual and literary aspects which all
together featured Darwish's poetry.
