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Abstract

The study aims to evaluate the catalogs of national libraries available online
(study sample) and to find out the compatibility of the catalogs of Arab and
foreign national libraries with international guidelines in the field of
displaying bibliographic records and their content, and to highlight the most
prominent services available in the web environment through the catalogs of
Arab and foreign national libraries ( The study sample), studying web
technologies and knowing what distinguishes them from the characteristics
and capabilities added to them because of their effective role in enriching the
information services available within the reach of their beneficiaries, in
order to benefit from them in the catalogs of national libraries, and to make a
comparison between national libraries (the study sample, and to reach the
answer On the problems that revolve around the extent to which the catalogs
of Arab and foreign national libraries available online adhere to international
standards and specifications, and to what extent national libraries (the study
sample) have benefited from web technologies. The study has followed the
analytical descriptive approach, and the study sample consists of:

> Indexes of foreign national libraries: (National Library of Congress -
British National Library - Russian National Library - Australian
National Library).

» Catalogs of Arab national libraries, namely: (Qatar National Library-
Kuwait National Library-The National Library of the Kingdom of
Morocco- Al-Assad National Library).

The researcher used the checklist, based on the criteria that were extracted

from the international standards for evaluating the available online indexes,
with the aim of collecting data in preparation for its analysis.

The study concluded with a set of results, the most prominent of which
were: The index of the Russian National Library ranked first with a rate of
(95.37%) in its commitment to international standards and specifications,
followed by the index of the British Library with a rate of (93.86%), while
the index of the Library of Congress ranked third with a rate of (92.35%),
while the index of the Australian National Library came in the fourth place
with a rate of (92.20%), and the Qatar National Library index came in the
fifth place. With a rate of (85.12%), the index of the National Library of the
Kingdom of Morocco came in the sixth rank with a rate of (70.93%), and the
index of the National Library of Kuwait came in the seventh rank with a rate
of (49.81%), while the index of Al-Assad National Library came in the last
rank with (27.91%).



As for the most important recommendations, they were: the need for
continuous evaluation and careful follow-up of the catalogs of national
libraries in order to develop them, and a special priority should be given to
standards that did not achieve high levels of evaluation, such as: Web 4.0
standards, And calling on the Al-Assad National Library to pay attention to
its index and follow international standards in its index, And the need for the
Al-Assad National Library to benefit from the experience of National
libraries (study sample) to advance its index, and to propose the adoption of
the koha system in Al-Assad National Library, seeking to develop the library
staff professionally.
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
