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Abstract

The problem of research identified several questions: Does Slanfa
district have natural resources that qualify it for tourist attractions, are
the infrastructure and services good enough to support tourist facilities,
do tourism establishments are composed of suitable tourism resources;
Where they were reported to prepare the natural and human beings and
reality of tourism activity and distributed basic, social, tourism and
trouble infrastructure and problems within three chapters. In the first
chapter, the natural tourism components and their importance in tourism
were studied, including the geographical and astronomical location,
geological structure, topography, climate, water and soil resources, and
biodiversity. As for the second chapter, it was devoted to studying the
human tourism components, starting from the administrative and
historical point of view, and the archaeological sites, then delving into
the development of the number of the indigenous population and their
composition, and addressing the development of the volume and types
of incoming tourism according to the seasons and their forms in terms of
the place of arrival and finally the geographical distribution of the
movement of tourists. In the third chapter, the service reality was
discussed, where the basic and social infrastructure services were
studied, then the tourism services were studied, and the problems that
the services suffered from were extracted.

The research relied on fieldwork, and the analytical descriptive approach
and a number of methods (quantitative, statistical, cartographic, and
photographic) were used. The research hypotheses have been proven

by emphasizing the importance of the natural ingredients as they
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constitute a raw material for tourism in the Slanfa district, and confirming
the role of infrastructure, supportive sectors and social structures in
attracting investments and tourists to the district, in addition to the
negative impact of the distribution of tourism facilities in a focal way to
some areas. The future prospects for tourism services in the district
were presented based on the problems that the district suffers from. A
strategy was proposed to expand tourism activity, dealing with basic
service aspects and tourism facilities, in addition to supporting the local

community.
