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Research summery

The Syrian civilization is one of the ancient civilizations that
iIs rich and original, which drew the attention of its
neighbors. It was necessary to study the relations of the
Syrian kingdoms at that time, especially in the Middle
Bronze Age, i.e. the first half of the Second Millennium
B.C, because of the importance of these relations in the
political life of the Syrian kingdoms, which formed the
centers of important city states, enjoying political
independence to some extent. This raised many questions
and ambiguous points regarding these relations, whether
internal or external, and given the importance of beliefs and
funeral rituals in the civilizations of the Ancient East, it was
necessary to study funerary furniture to reach these
questions. The studied cemeteries in the Northwestern and
Southern Regions of Syria were identified, focusing on the
finds in them, noting their diversity, and then classifying
them according to function. This is what helped to analyze
these groups accurately and correlate them with ancient
texts.

We had many questions that needed to be answered through
these findings, including those related to the issue of Syria's
openness to neighboring civilizations, and the extent to
which it was affected and influenced by them? Do the
funeral findings reflect the cultural unity of the Syrian
kingdoms of that era? Did these findings have certain
connotations?

Based on the above, the pieces were studied in terms of
function and origin, and a focus on manufacturing and
technical methods of various pieces to reach the origins of
those pieces, whether local or imported. A statistical study
was conducted to reach as much as possible numerical ratios
with a comparative study of some pieces with finds and
tools from other civilizations, thus being able to determine
the relations of the Syrian Kingdoms, and to know the extent
of the activity of their ancient trade lines.
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
