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Abstract:

This research attempted to carry out a stylistic study of the poetry
of the fourth class of Islamic poets, a class that included: Nahshal

bin Harri, Humaid bin Thawr al-Hilali, Al-Ashhab bin Rumaila,

and Omar bin Laja al-Taymi.

The importance of the research topic came from the fact that
studying the styles in the poetry of poets presented by critics is
important in itself, and that the poetry of these four poets had not
been studied from a stylistic standpoint before, with the exception
of Humaid bin Thawr. The research aimed to complete a stylistic

study in the poetry of each of them.

This was done by choosing stylistic characteristics in the four
collections, and it 1s a critical choice, first of all. Secondly, by
carefully describing and analyzing the chosen stylistic

characteristics. By criticizing these characteristics, third.

These characteristics were chosen through the researcher’s
criticism, insight, and taste as well, so the lesson was framed on
completion in Nahshal’s poetry, similes in Humaid’s poetry,
completion and poetic imagery in Al-Ashhab’s poetry, and

negation and inference in Omar’s poetry.
The results of the search were:

1- Research that the poets in this class have three things in

common: the first: lineage and participation in a specific



event; Nahshal and Al-Ashhab are two Daramis from
Tamim who were mentioned in the story of the killing
of Zabbab, Al-Ashhab’s brother. Research has suggested
that this incident had an echo in Nahshal’s poetry, based
on his poetry. The second: defeatism in satire. Both
Humaid and Al-Ashhab were defeated in satire. The
third: the poetic theme; Nahshal eulogized his brother in
elegies, and Al-Ashhab eulogized his brother in poems,
and these contributions may have influenced Ibn Salam
to gather these poets into one class.

That Nahshal was distinguished, from his class, by
surprise in his tatmim, in a way that the research claims
was not in the poetry of the other three, as he used
tatmim in his poetry as an entire line.

That Humaid was distinguished, from his class, by the
third method of investigation in the simile, which was
not found in anyone else, and it is the manner in which
the faulty thing in the simile is isolated in the beginning
to prove the merit of one of the similes over the other.
Al-Ashhab and Nahshal were distinguished by their
double completion verses; There was no verse like these
six verses in Omar’s poetry, nor in Humaid’s poetry,
except for one verse for him.

Omar was distinguished, from his class, by using

questions that contained a fallacy, by using an adjective



that confiscated what was being asked, and by using

exposition and imaginary simile.

This 1s in addition to other results, mentioned at the end of each
chapter, some of which were not without novelty. As mentioned,
the research was based on studying a few limited characteristics. If

they are true characteristics, then there must be an echo of the

poets’ distinction in them in the results of the research.
