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Abstract

In this research, which consists of four chapters, the introductory chapter talked about
the geographical importance of the location, meaning the influence in determining the
type of all relationships in general, and not in the way of geographical description of
the region in question, so that geographical proximity as well as similarity in
geographical nature, led to a special type of Relationships, in which there are few
periods of peace and friendship, and in most of them the control of one party over the
other, and for this reason it was necessary to give a general - historical - overview of
Elam and Mesopotamia in the second chapter, before entering into talk about society,
culture, and economic and political relations as well, so that The complete picture of
Elam and Mesopotamia throughout their long history, whether in the prehistoric
periods, or in the historical periods from the third millennium BC until the middle of
the first millennium BC, when both sides ended completely politically at the hands of
the Medes and after them the Achaemenids, and thus when entering the third chapter
On society and cultural life, the detailed clarification of pillars, or main points and
questions about them, is included within the general historical overview. This also
applies to the third chapter - economic relations - and the fourth chapter - political
relations -, and this makes this thesis a comprehensive work (as much as possible).
According to the available information), it is written in a systematic manner in
integrating information and clarifying each other, starting from the introductory
chapter, all the way to the end of the thesis.

In the second chapter, we talked socially about the political intermarriages between
Elam and Mesopotamia, about the Elamite family, and culturally about religion in
Elam and the influence of Mesopotamia, about religious art and architecture, and also
about the Elamite language and the transfer of writing from Sumer to Elam. As for the
third chapter, it was about the commercial relations between Elam and Mesopotamia,
both in the third millennium and the second millennium and also in the first
millennium BC, in the time of the early Sumerian dynasties, then the Akkadian period,
and after that the Sumerian revival period, then we enter the period of the second
millennium, which was Babylonian and Kassite until its end, and the first millennium
was characterized by domination Assyrian rule over the entire region.

In the fourth and final chapter, we talked about the political relations between the two
parties, in the third, second and first millennium BC, as well as the impact of those
relations on the surroundings in general, because these political relations between the
two parties were mostly characterized by a military nature, and the control of one
party over the other.
