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Abstract

If the liberation movements in the Arab world were able to achieve political
independence for the Arab countries with the exception of Palestine, then Palestine
was and still is the main engine for the ability of the Arab League to crystallize joint
Arab action capable of facing the challenges imposed by the Zionist presence on the
Palestinian lands, hence the title of the research. (The role of the Arab League in
supporting the Palestinian cause 1945-1978 AD), this role that was and still is the

focus of analysis by many researchers and critics.

This research deals with the historical period between 1945-1978 AD, this period,
which is considered one of the most crucial stages in the history of the Palestinian

cause and the Arab League together. Egypt signed it with the Zionist side.

The research sheds light on the role of the Arab League in supporting and defending
the Palestinian cause, its ability to withstand regional and international changes, and
the ability of its members to settle differences among themselves and unite their

word in defense of Arab lands and sanctities.

The researcher tried to dive into the depths of the political events and analyze them
comprehensively, which enabled him to reach a number of results that explain to him
the reason that made the Arab reality what it is at the present time in terms of
disintegration and fragmentation, In the end, the research concluded that the loss of
Palestine from the hands of the Arabs, and the inability of the Arab League to
defend it, did not come in stages as much as it was a result of the first defeat
suffered by the Arabs in 1948 AD, this defeat that confirmed two things, the first of
which is the inability of the Arab League to impose its decisions on the Arab leaders
because Its founding charter did not give any obligatory character to its decisions.

Secondly, stereotyped thinking and competition for Arab leadership prevailed among

Arab leaders, and the subsequent political events confirmed those results.
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
