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Abstract

The study aimed to monitor the reality of social adaptation among orphan
children residing in residential care institutions and the role of those institutions
in achieving it, by knowing the level of social adaptation among children residing
in Dar AI-Rahma, knowing the nature of the prevailing organizational climate in
Dar Al-Rahma, as well as knowing the nature of the method of caring for
children. According to alternative families in Dar Al-Rahma, and determining
the relationship between the social adaptation of children and the prevailing
organizational climate, as well as the relationship between the social adaptation
of children and the method of caring for them according to alternative families.
And to find out whether there are statistical differences on the two measures of
social adaptation and organizational climate depending on the variables
(g9ender, age, reason for placement, duration of placement).

The study relied on the descriptive analytical approach as it is the most
appropriate approach to studying social reality and understanding its
phenomena. The social survey method was used for male and female children
residing in Dar Al-Rahma from the age group (9-13) years, who numbered
(113) children. Based on questionnaire and interview.

The results of the study indicated that orphaned children in Dar Al-Rahma enjoy
a high level of social adaptation, and that the prevailing organizational climate

in the home is appropriate and appropriate, as well as the method of caring for



them according to alternative families is appropriate and similar to their families
to a high degree. The results of the study also showed that there is a
relationship between the social adaptation of children and the organizational
climate prevailing in the home, as well as the existence of a relationship
between the social adaptation of children and the method of caring for them
according to alternative families. The results of the study also showed that there
were statistically significant differences on the social adaptation scale according
to the variables (duration of placement, gender), and the absence of statistically
significant differences on the scale. Organizational climate according to
variables (gender, duration of placement).
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
