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Abstract

The Bedouins in Daraa Governorate live a homogeneous and distinct cultural
lifestyle, Within human gatherings of various sizes, their number exceed 96
gatherings, which requires studying it in light of the rapid technological
developments, and measuring the degree of transformation in it. The research aims to
identify the most important geographical factors affecting the stability of the
Bedouins and the transformation of their lifestyle in Daraa Governorate between the
years 1970-2022 , and to highlight the most important indicators of transformation.
By monitoring the actual reality of their society and determining the degree of
adaptation and integration with the general society of Daraa Governorate, which in
turn contributes to achieving comprehensive development, the statistical method and
field research were followed through multiple visits to Bedouin communities and the
method of observation, direct observation and analytical description, In addition to
distributing a thousand research questionnaires that express different aspects of
Bedouin life and analyzing their data in mathematical relationships, it was achieved
that a relative and differential shift occurred in their lifestyle, as the Bedouins live a
dual pattern between modernity and tradition, and a partial change occurred in the
division of labor with the working group remaining in Agriculture and pastoralism
are prevalent for 75% of the working group, while the systems, patterns, and social
relationships in their lives change gradually and slightly compared to the material
cultural elements in light of the presence of cultural, social, and service obstacles.
However, the presence of Bedouins in Daraa Governorate is a basic necessity that is
built in mutual social and economic relationships. With the general community.

In order to achieve the development of the Bedouin community, an appropriate
strategy must be implemented according to the circumstances surrounding it, taking
into account its special culture and improving its living reality, in recognition of the
importance of its existence as a real reality that contributes to the development of
general society.
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
