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ABSTRACT

Military intervention in internal armed conflicts at the Government's invitation has
topped the international landscape over the past decade and most of these interventions
have been welcomed by the international community or at least the legitimacy of the
concept of intervention by invitation has not been challenged in principle, which has
made it the most sought-after argument of the past decade, particularly for the high level
of indiscriminate during which it is practiced and the absence of strict legal rules
governing it.

The seriousness of this randomness appears in view of the important legal rules that
may be affected by intervention by invitation. And the sensitivity of the conflicts that are
the subject of this intervention. In this context, the right to self-determination and the
rule of prohibiting the use of force in international relations emerge as the most important
obstacles that an intervention should overcome or try to Compatible with.

In light of this, this research seeks to explore the legal basis from which the military
intervention derives its legitimacy, and looks at the exact legal adaptation of this practice
and tries to come up with a set of legal standards that could form a clear legal framework

that governs this practice.
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
