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Message summary

Since the last decade of the twentieth century, the issue of the rights of victims of international
crimes has become one of the most controversial topics, as it has received a great deal of
attention at the national and international levels, and it is no longer acceptable to focus on
human rights without considering the right of the victim, because international law was focused
on mainly on international conflicts and not on the victims. This group has been imposed on the
international community in general, and on states in particular, the need to pay great care and
attention to help the victims to obtain their rights, as this group has often been absent from
participating in the trials held for the perpetrators of international crimes, whether before
military courts. International or temporary international criminal tribunals, and the role of the
victims who were summoned to those trials did not go beyond the limit of giving testimony in
order to prove criminal responsibility against the perpetrators of international crimes only, as
the attention at that time was mainly focused on how to ensure a fair trial for those accused of
committing international crimes.

The reason behind the failure of the efforts of the victims of international crimes to fulfill their
rights was not a result of a deficiency in their legal status that qualifies them to claim those
rights that are recognized by international criminal law, but rather because their efforts to fulfill
their rights conflicted with issues related to the trial of those accused of committing

international crimes in and of themselves .

So, it was necessary through this study to show the international efforts that were made to
enable the victims of international crimes to fulfill their rights, which were embodied in a set of
guarantees embodied and endorsed by international criminal law in their favor «<whether at the
level of jurisdiction or procedures, as well as a statement of the efforts made to remove
obstacles And the obstacles that hinder this endeavor, as well as an indication of the efforts
that must be made in the future to overcome these obstacles and bridge the shortcomings and
legislative gaps that stand in the way of the victims of international crimes from fulfilling their
rights.
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
