Most international and regional conventions and declarations related to human
rights address the right to education and emphasize its importance for people
with disabilities, starting with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights of
1948, through the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights of 1966, and arriving at the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities of 2006. Which adopted a modern conceptual framework based on
basic legal principles and standards that would guarantee the right of persons
with disabilities to a qualitative and good education in accordance with the
principle of equal opportunities with others, and clarified the impact of this
right on the implementation of other rights of persons with disabilities. So that
the international community appears as a major actor in activating the right to
comprehensive education in the educational reality of people with disabilities,
by defining the responsibilities and obligations that states must follow to
establish this right and then highlighting the efforts of the bodies, committees
and courts established by the agreements related to human rights with the aim
of monitoring and monitoring the right to comprehensive education for people
with disabilities and protecting it on the basis of International and regional
level. At the national level, many countries have included this right in their
national legislation, without neglecting the impact of civil society programs
and services in order to support this right within the educational environment

surrounding people with disabilities.
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
