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Summary

The right of ownership is one of the broadest rights in real property, as it
grants its owner all powers. It is the duty of the state, with its three legislative,
executive and judicial powers, to guarantee, protect and guarantee it by all
means. There is no actual ownership right without means of protecting it that
guarantees that it will not be violated, or guarantees that it will be returned to

its owner if it is violated in any way.

In order to protect real estate ownership, one of the most important ways and
means of protecting it is to have a real estate registry that is fortified and
protected from tampering and assault. It is also protected from the use of fraud,
forgery, alteration and alteration. This is one of the most important legal

guarantees that the Syrian legislator .

provides to the owner whose right is registered in the real estate registry in
good faith. Protecting property is an asset and a goal, and protecting the real

estate registry and its restrictions is a means to achieving this goal and goal.

But is the previous protection available to the same degree for people whose
purchase of a property relies on obtaining a court ruling ordering the transfer of
ownership to them only, or for those who rely with their purchase on ordinary
sales contracts or official ones such as an irrevocable agency related to the sale

of a property?

Therefore, it was necessary to investigate in our study the adequacy of the
guarantees provided by the legal legislation to the owners of previous bonds. It

then evaluates the extent of the success of these legislations, especially.
