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Summary

The research addresses the issue of poverty from the perspective of international
human rights law, according to the strategy of analyzing the role of human rights (civil,
political, economic, social and cultural) in reducing poverty based on many documents
and reports submitted by UN bodies concerned with human rights. In addition, the
research will allow us By directing international efforts to combat poverty within the
framework of promoting human rights, whether by states or by (international and
regional) governmental and non-governmental organizations, and these rights are
stipulated in the International Covenants on Economic, Social, Cultural, Civil and
Political Rights of 1966.
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
