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e The member of the staff of the mission: (<lds 5)
Diplomatic staff, technical and administrative staff, service staff,
¢ Diplomatic law (<lde 5)
It is concerned with state to state political relations
e Diplomacy (<3 5)
It is the management of international relations by negotiations
e Diplomatic immunity (<l 5)

It is a special protection afforded to foreign employees who are present in
the receiving state
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¢ To not intervene in internal affairs

e Respecting the laws and regulations of the receiving state

¢ Premises must not be used in any manner incompatible with
the diplomatic functions

e He can not practice for personal profit any commercial

activities
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¢ Consular relations can be established by mutual consent

¢ The consent given to the establishment of diplomatic relations
leads to the consent to establish the diplomatic ones

¢ The severance of diplomatic relations doesn’t mean the
severance of consular ones
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e Diplomatic relations are of political nature whereas consular
functions are of administrative nature and don’t have a political
nature

¢ Diplomatic mission to a given state mean the existing of embassy in
the capital cities and consulates in other major states
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Consular officer shall not be liable to any kind of arrest or detention
except in the case of grave crime
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
